Program Overview:  Tom Moore, Executive Director of the African American Museum of Iowa. Tom was one of the originators since its beginnings in 1993. The museum tries to balance education and preservation. Most summers are spent with Libraries and school kids and winters with workshops and tours. The museum is doing a lot of work regarding diversity with local businesses such as the police department.
