Program Overview: Bill Quinby, semiretired NFL official, talked about the job, concentrating on the scope, authority and methods of the football play review official.  Since TV regularly reviews close plays, has slow motion, the leagues have adopted them to correct some errors that inevitably occur.  In NCAA, this is practically restricted to Division 1 games that are televised.  Replay was started as a study in 2002, and activated in ’03.  NFL used the replay in the late ‘80’s for 5 years, and then returned to it in the ‘90’s.

In college, the replay official and his assistant in the pressbox make the reviews and the calls.  The on-field officials have no input.  The replay official makes $900 per game and his assistant $450.  Refs on the field make $1K per game.

In the NFL, the Ref makes decisions on the sideline on issues that the replay guys bring up.  The pressbox replay official makes $2500 per game, his assistant $1200.  Refs on the field make from $3500 for a rookie to $8K for a 30 year veteran.
