Program Overview: Tom Mize, a graduate of Southern Illinois University, is the manager of the safety facility at the Eastern Iowa Airport.  The safety team consists of Tom and twelve sworn officers.  They are organized in several unique ways: they are the fire fighters and also the police.  They work like fire crews in that they work 24-hour shifts of three persons.  Federal Transportation Safety Agency officers perform some of the policing duties, and the airport unit is closely related to Cedar Rapids Police should events require more resources in a hurry.

The real purpose of the visit was to celebrate the recent opening of the new Safety Office.  The new facility is many times the size of the old one, and is set up for the 24 hour shift with dorm facilities for staff rest.  All of their rolling stock fits inside now, and there’s room for a new, larger fire truck to be acquired soon.  The new place cost $5.3M, entirely funded
