Program Overview:  Tim Charles, CEO of Mercy Hospital, explained the hospital’s thinking in starting a destination cancer treatment center near the current campus.  There was considerable community reaction and grumbling from their competition who preferred a joint effort between all providers.  Charles told of the history of the Hall Radiation Center which established Mercy as prime in the cancer area, and this new facility is a natural outgrowth.  Mercy would have done this earlier, but plans were temporarily delayed by the Flood of 2008.

One feature of the planned center is assignment of nurse docents to each patient.  These folks will walk patients through all the red tape and morass.  Services will be integrated and coordinated in order to minimize repeat and/or non-productive visits.

Mercy has the resources to do this project, and it will go forward.
