Program Overview: Martin Wissenberg of Riders Club of America described how the nonprofit transportation company works for seniors and disabled.  For those who have lost driving privileges, the club charges $ 4 for a typical trip, each way.  They make and keep appointments so that it takes far less time for a trip than to use the bus.  They use volunteers, and reimburse them at 14 cents per mile.  Background checks apply to drivers and riders. In addition to the nominal fee, annual dues of $60 per year are charged.  They need more volunteer drivers.
