Program Overview: Kim  Rimmer is an executive with the Cedar Rapids Community School District, with principal duties running the School Based health Centers – school nurses.  Kim has degrees from Indian Hills Community College and Upper Iowa University.  The mission of the program is to remove health related impediments to learning.  There are 17 nurses and nurse-practitioners in the program, along with 12 ccounselors.  They are partnered with ASAC and the Abbe Center for substance abuse counseling and mental health specialties, respectively.  Four schools have clinics, though they are available to all students in the system.
