Program Overview: Steve Staker, head football coach at Division III Coe College talked about life in the not-so-big time.  The athletes on his 100-man roster are primarily students.  No athletic scholarships are extant in any Division III program.  Steve and his five person staff are occupied year around in recruitment.  They look for kids with high ACT and SAT scores, because they get no slack in Coe’s acceptance standards.  They get those good athletes that can’t make it in Division I because of size, speed, etc.   Unlike the big schools, Div III can recruit all year around, and there’s no limit to on campus visits.  Recruiting depends heavily on help from high school coaches, primarily in Iowa.  About 80 percent of the football team comes from Iowa schools.
