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Roosevelt Hotel--"The Stubborn Mystery of Hearing" with Audiologist Darrel Feakes of
the St. Lukes Hospital Staff. Audiology is loosely defined as the science which pro­
vides data to help the doctor diagnose the hearing problem. 11r. Feakes will describe
and discuss the various types of hearing problems and the methods utilized to make
the measurements in the sound-proofed, controlled environment of the laboratory at
St. Lukes.

LAST WEEK

KIW~~IANS Bock and Hueholt and Rotarian Schumacher briefed us on the Geneva Tower
from the ground up. Construction at the Northeast Iowa Presbytery-sponsored Tower
began July 1, 1970. Completion is scheduled for November, 1971, although Darrell
Schumacher advises that the Rinderknecht Construction Company hopes to beat that
schedule by several months.

Detailed design and construction has progressed at a rapid pace since the government
red tape hurdles were cleared. Ed Bock said that at times the team felt that they
would never get to the point of actual construction. There seemed to be an insur­
mountable mount of paper problems to overcome. But, obviously, even in his mind
these problems are beginning to fade as he wat~hes the concrete tower take shape.

After Schumacher moves his 8' by 26' gang concrete forms and his 117 foot crane away
during the summer or fall of 1971, the second stage--making the Tower a "home" for
some 250 of the elderly--will begin. The Tower will include 192 apartments--132
efficiency units and 60 one bedroom units. To be eligible one must be at least
62 years old, be physically mobile and meet certain income requirements. Tenta~ively

the apartments are priced to rent at $98.00 for an efficiency and $112.00 for the one
bedroom configuration. If it turns out the Tower is not tax exempt, the rental fees
will have to be increased approximately $20.00 per apartment.

Plymouth Place in Des Moines was designed by the same architectural firm, has the
same number of floors (13) and the same n~~ber of apartments (192). There the
resemblance ends. Plymouth Place is round and is located in a residential area.
The selection of the downtown site for the Cedar Rapids Geneva Tower did not just
happen. It was planned that way. It is felt by those responsible for the project,
that the occupants will appreciate the ready access to shopping, entertainment,
bus transportation, etc. Space will be available on the first floor for a grocery
store and a coffee shop. ObViously the project fascinates me. I've rambled on. I
can't stop. But I must!
