LAST WEEK

Chairman of the Kirkwood College Board, B.A. Jensen and personable Pete Bryant, Director of
Kirkwood College Community Relations, provided an interesting and informative half hour,
bringing us up-to-date on the status and capabilities of this young academic member of our
comnuriity. The presentation included an audio-augmented slide four of the facilities and a
Took-in on some of the classes. Mr, Jensen made some introductory remarks and after the
slide presentation, answered questions from the floor.

Well, I'm back in the same boat again. Have a number of interesting points which I would
tike to pass on to those of you who found it impossible to attend the meeting Tast Wednesday
----- but T don't have time to put the information in Togical, narrative form! But am sure you
have caught on to my short cut methods by this time anyway, s0--—-=!

Some of the following is from Pete Bryant. The balance from Bud Jensen., Mr. Jensen has served
as Chairman of the Bpard of Directors of Kirkwood College since the college was founded in
1966; was a member of the Cedar Rapids Community Schocl Board for 14 years and served as its
chairman for four years; he recently helped organize the National Council of Community Colleges

and

is currently a member of the board of this nationwide organization. In addition to opera-

ting his own construction business, Mr. Jensen was recently elected Vice President of Micro
Techonology, Inc. and is President of Southeast Investment Corporation.

Kirkwood College serves seven counties; 44 school districts and 300,000 people. Kirkwood's
first ¢lass registered in the fall of 1966. There were 99 students. Last year there were
2,788! It is estimated that at least 3,200 will register this fall. These figures do not
include the adult, high school and other programs administered by the college. In spite of
words to the contrary, Kirkwood is still very much vocational oriented, with the majority of
the students studying under capable instructors, the skills and techniques which will qualify
them to compete and make a 1iving in this competitive, technology-oriented world. (After I

have met and talked with Mr. Jensen, I feel much of the oft-veiced concern about Kirkweod Col-
lege loosing sight of its vocational-oriented goal was without much foundation. Bud Jensen is
so much a craftsman himself that I can't believe he would let Kirkwood College stray far with-
out raising the flag.) The new building is occupied by the vocational classes. The Arts and
Sciences meet in the "Temporary Buildings." And the ARS program is important to the Vocational
program. For instance, the mathematics, science and English instructors teach ¢lasses made up
of a combination of students pursuing a course of study to prepare them for transfer to a four-
year university and students in the vocational curriculum who need these fundamental courses

to provide background. There might not be enough of a requirement for math to Just1fy a well-
rounded staff, if the enrolIment didn*t include the university-bound students. Same is true

in science and English.

And did you know that---Downtown KIWANIAN Warren McAllister will teach at Kirkwood this year?
Kirkwood is one of only six colleges which has a teacher training program in Sewage Disposal?
That 30 students who completed their two years of study at Kirkwood last spring have trans-
ferred and are continuing at Cedar Rapids' four-year colleges--Coe and Mt. Mercy? That I sin-
cerely appreciate the pat on the back from Jim Rasley and the Executive Committee? That I
ruffle your feathers once in a while. I'm glad. I do it on purposa!
