LAST WEEK

Juan Peron just may wish that he had stayed in Spain. Experiment in Internationai
Living Ambassador to Argentina, Marion High School's Ken Walton, toldus last
Wednesday noon that it appeared to him that only the University students were in
favor of Peron's return. The older Argentinians remember too well the earlier
Peron regime, when he initially became popular by being generous with government
funds; then recognizing the barrel would scon be empty, he reversed his field and
eventually had to flee for his life. Now it appears the students are not 100%
behind Peron. The Cedar Rapids Gazette, Wednesday November 22, reports-----
'...elements infiltrated the Peronist youth movement and are prepared to make a
direct attempt against the ex-president...” The same news report---"Early Wed-
nesday more than 50 heavily armed police were stationed in front of Peron's hoyse
and nearly 500 more were patrolling the neighborhood."” Ken Walton said that he was
extrememly surprised when he heard that Peron actually did return to Argentina.

He was convinced from what he had heard from many different sources, young and
old, while in Argentina that Peroh really doesn’'t have a great deal of support in
that country.

While in Argentina, Ken Tived with a family ---father, mother, a daughter 12 yrs.
old and two sons, one 15 and the other 16. Ken's "brother" duving his stay with
his "family' was the 16 year-old, Hector. There were language barriers but Ken
appears to have coped with the problem, especially enjoying his long discussions
of current problems and events with his "father." The head of the family is a
businessman, a partner in a department store in the city of 150,000 where they
Tived near Buenos Ajres. Obviously Ken enjoyed the visit to Argentina and
expressed his appreciation to the Downtown KIWANIS for helping finance his trip.
Incidentally, when introducing Ken, Dick Landis pointed out that again this year,
Cedar Rapids sent more students abroad on the EILP than any other community in
the U.S,-=mn- 33 students to 20 countries, a remarkable achievement Dick, Ron
Moore and all others who have been instrumental in organizing and supervising
the local program.
