Roosevelt Hotel----- Paul Franzenburg, former Iowa State Treasurer and 1972 contender for
the position of Governor of lowa. A political reporter for the Des Moines Register feels
..... he can be a personable campaigner. He should be able to run a strong race against
other Democratic contenders who are attracted by 1972 political prospects.”

Paul Franzenburg was born in Conrad, Iowa, 56 years ago. He attended schools in that
community just north of Marshalltown and joined the family-founded meat processing firm
Franzenburg Provision Company in 1938. Ffranzenburg was elected Treasurer of the State of
Iowa November 3, 1964, and re-elected in 1966. In 1968, he ran for governor against
Robert Ray and was defeated.

A few other bits from the Cedar Rapids Library files----- Paul Franzenburg is married and
has three children, one daughter and two sons. He is a former Vice Chairman of the Iowa
Deveicpment Commission; and a former member of the Governor's Commission on State and Local
Government; was instrumental in organizing and funding the James Van Allen Scholarship
Fund.

Don't know what his topic will be----- but suspect it may have a few political overtones.
Like Wiil Rogers, all I know is what I read in the papers----- but it appears to me that
Paul Franzenburg is out to "get" whoever may appear to be the front runner in the up-coming
race-for-the-state-house! A good opportunity for all of us to get a close-up look at one
of the prime contenders for that headache beneath the gold dome.
