Iowa State University President Or. Robert Parks reports that enrollment at the
University appears to have leveled off at around 19,000 students. Present
enrollment is 19,200---the same as last year. He admits now that the admini­
strators of the university are quite relieved. They all wondered if the rapid
growth of the '60's would continue, and what they would do for facilities and
staff if it did~

You will recall that last week's meeting was a joint meeting with the Thursday

Dr. Parks' presentation was in the form of a state-of-the-university report with
his verbal discussion supplemented by slides picturing new buildings on campus--­

facilities in the planning stage such as the School of Veterinary Medicine, and the
continuing Education Center.

For the sports enthusiasts, Dr. Parks says that prospects are good and some of the
teams, particularly the wrestling and gymnast teams, have been setting records.
