-Many of the concepts developed by circuses were "borrowed” by other
groups. A noted example of this was the way the German Army in WW 1
uysed ideas gained from the Ringling Circus performing in France.

-The circus band has been slowly replaced by the Hammond organ.

-The aroma of elephants was the one thing you could carry with you as
you left the circus, free of charge.
